The duration of the course is six weeks from 5 June to 12 July 2012 and is directed towards
graduate, post-graduate students and teaching staff from departments in the fields relative to Greek studies.
All language classes and cultural activities are free of charge but accommodation and any other
maintenance expenses are not supposed to be paid by the University. Only students with scholarships
participate in the excursions organized by the programme. It should-be noted that students with poor
knowledge of the Greek Language (attending courses of the levels 1 & 2) will be accepted in the excursions
and other cultural activities, provided that the number of the offered places will not be covered by students of
the other levels. It should be noted as well that candidates with absolutely no knowledge of the Greek
language will not be accepted.

L. LEVELS
The programme has been organised on six levels, one of which participants are supposed to attend
after the placement test they sit in the beginning of the course. Upon completion of the course, participants
will receive a certificate of study.
