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Nejla Kalajdžisalihović: Artificial Intelligence –

Abstract 
 
In this lecture, two main topics are addressed: the application of 
artificial intelligence in English language teaching (focusing on human-generated 
input) and the use of dialogue-based systems in language teaching. The 
presentation highlights that AI-powered dialogue systems have been 
used in research and language teaching for some time, but recent 
advancements enable better categorisation and development of these 
tools, enhancing both research and practice in applied linguistics.
